Solidarity Fund 
Grant Proposal Form   
Eligibility: The Solidarity Fund is a fund for women’s and feminist funds.  The women’s and feminist funds Mama Cash support must have as their primary mission the mobilisation of financial resources to provide grants to feminist groups, collectives, movements and individuals who are organising to defend and advance the rights of women, girls, and trans and intersex people. Women's and feminist funds interested in applying must first review and meet Mama Cash’s criteria for women's and feminist funds. They are:  
· Involved in both mobilising resources and grantmaking: women's and feminist funds raise funds to provide grants and support to groups, collectives, and individuals that are organising to defend and advance women’s, girls, trans and intersex people’s rights. 
· Self-led: women's and feminist funds must be led by the populations they seek to support. Those directly involved in/affected by the issues the fund is trying to address must be part of the fund’s leadership and decision-making; 
· Feminist: women's and feminist funds primary mission must be to support women’s, girls, trans people and intersex people in their efforts to uphold their rights. women's and feminist funds must also have a vision and strategy to challenge and transform unjust power structures; 
· Autonomous: a women's or feminist fund is not a programme of a larger entity and has independent decision making over their grants and resource mobilisation, or alternatively have concrete plans to become autonomous in the short to medium term;

Grant amount and duration: €40,000 grant spent over 1 year time period, 1 July 2026 – 30 June 2027.
Scope: The Solidarity Fund intends to support an organisational need for women’s and feminist funds in an area they identify themselves. Examples of how the Solidarity Fund has been used include: supporting leadership transitions, strengthening learning and evaluation systems, collective care for staff, developing financial resilience strategies, improving digital security, etc. A Solidarity Fund grant cannot be used for regranting by women’s and feminist funds. This type of support is part of Mama Cash’s Resilience Fund grants for women’s and feminist funds.   
Review criteria: The criteria below will be used by decision-makers to assess your proposal. Kindly keep these in mind: 
A. Fund’s skills, knowledge and resources: How will this grant strengthen the Fund’s own internal skills, knowledge, resources and autonomy, and support the Fund’s to deliver its mission?  
B. Importance/timeliness: In the context in which the Fund is working, why is this work of great importance, or is there a pressing demand for it now? Will it catalyse change?   Given the current funding cuts affecting many women’s and feminist funds, how will this work support the stability, adaptability, or longer-term sustainability of the Fund?
C. Solidarity/movement building: Will this work contribute to or strengthen the ecosystem of women’s and feminist funds, or the feminist movement beyond the Fund itself? How so? 
Instructions: You are welcome to submit your proposal in writing or as a video recording. For video recordings, we will still need to receive some written information, such as the organisational information about your Fund and a budget (see below).
